“And what is the exceeding greatness of His power
toward us who believe, according to the working
(energeia) of His mighty power.” Ephesians 1:19

The explosive power of the resurrection has been distributed to the members of
Christ’s Body on the earth.

Christ in us.

It is the energy from Christ within each member that causes us
each to do our part, work together, and supply life to one another so that the Body
of Christ grows in love. Yes, most often the energy of Christ is released by
speaking the truth in love.

Like a power line carrying electricity to make the appliances work in our homes,
so the energy of Christ powers the working of all of the members of His Body.
